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West Memphis Christian is proud to host a national pilot 
program, thanks to a partnership with the Crittenden Arts 
Council and the renowned Wolf Trap Institute, based in 
Virginia.  WMC Lead teacher for this program is Mrs.  
Angela Gossett, who has spent the summer in training to 
prepare for the incorporation of these techniques in her 
classroom. 
The Wolf Trap Institute for Early Learning Through the 
Arts inspires and motivates teachers, encourages literacy in 
young children, and promotes a love of the arts for teachers 
and students alike. West Memphis Christian will be pro-
vided with an artist-in-residence from Wolf Trap for nine 
weeks, who will work with Mrs.Gossett and the kindergar-
ten program to support performing arts techniques and 
strategies for the classroom.  The SMART START Network 
will create a model for sustained professional development 
through distance learning, so WMCS may continue to re-
ceive the benefits of the Wolf Trap Institute, long after the 
initial classroom residency is complete.  
The pilot phase of the SMART START Network is a three 
year, $2.2 million initiative that will utilize Internet tech-
nology and digital video recording to launch a web-based 
application that supplements in-person training. 
In her classroom, Mrs. Gossett will be incorporating the 
SMART START Dance program, where she will cultivate 
developmentally appropriate dance skills through the plan-
ning and teaching of movement lessons to familiarize her 
students with age-appropriate movement vocabulary.  She 
will also facilitate her students' discovery of the full range 
of ways their bodies can move.  The purpose of this dance 
program is to support and enable each child to achieve 
movement capabilities appropriate to her/his own age and 
developmental level, and to enable teachers to plan and 
provide learning opportunities for children that accomplish 
this. The learning objectives that are the guidelines for 
planning and evaluating children's progress in this program 
are based on the standards for dance in early childhood as 
published by the National Dance Education Organization . 
Crittenden Arts Council has given WMCS an amazing op-
portunity to provide such training and support for our 
school in such a unique format.  Mrs. Gossett and her resi-
dent teacher are giving the program 100% to insure WMCS 
students will benefit from their training and efforts.
